Home to Rare Snakes

Two species of nonvenomous gartersnakes live near Oak
Creek, where they hunt small fish. The northern Mexican
gartersnake occurs here in the lower reaches of Oak Creek.
The narrow-headed gartersnake lives upstream in Oak
Creek Canyon as one of the last populations of its species in
Arizona. It is against the law to harass, handle, hurt, or kill
these rare reptiles. Stay on designated trails to avoid harming Northern
